	What you will need:
	

	· Paper Plate
	· Googly eyes

	· Scissors
	· Colouring pens and pencils

	· Glue Stick
· Stickers
· Sellotape
	· Tissue paper
· String



Instructions:
1. Fold a paper plate in half and cut it either straight or with a wobbly edge.
2. Colour in your paper plate as the jellyfish’s body.
3. Cut out long strips of tissue paper for the tentacles. You can do all one colour or multiple!
4. Stick your jellyfish tentacles onto your jelly fish on the back of your jellyfishes plate-body using the glue stick.
5. While this is drying add the handle for your jellyfish by cutting a bit of string enough for you to loop your fingers into and secure this to the back of your jelly fish at the top, curved part using sellotape.
6. Turn your jelly fish over so you can see the front. Add some googly eyes and draw a smily face and your jellyfish is completed!
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
